Land Policy & Lega Framework:

— Land law 1993 recognized the five rights of
land use for people. Then land law & itslegal
documents have being updated in 1998, 2001,
2003. It isa“work-in progress’ year by year.

Significant results from these changes:
— a) Poverty from 58% (1993) down to
29%(2002),

— b) From afood importer to 2™ country for rice
exportation.

Problem Introduction

¢ Theneed for LA and LIS in a developing country.

+ The failure when copying from devel oped
country.

+ Researchers offer answersasto WHY, & blame
+ the unclear land policy,
+ the need for a sound ingtitutional arrangement

+ well educated staff and those other assets
claimed to exist in a developed country.

LIS & LA Indeveloped country — an
Australian case

¢ Torrens Sysemin 1859 introduced to be more appropriate
and relevant to an emerging society,

¢ Lack of any direct control by the National Gov. over LA,

¢ The LA stuation in Australia has been fragmented &
cooperation usually achieved by voluntary agreements
between the stakeholders,

The LA ingtitutional arrangements have been specific to
each State,

Little early coordination of LIS direction or systems
between States and National Government,

Most States, until recently, centralized operations for land
registration whilst the mapping and surveying were usually
decentralized.

Institutional & Organizational structure at 64
provinces, 615 districts and 10,000 communes

50 staff working

10 staff

¢ LIS have been devel oped by both national
& international consultants,
— By Vietnamese: Famis— CaDB (1997), ViLIS
(2002),
— By International: PLIS (2002), ELIS (2005, on
going),

¢ Objectives: include for national scope, for
provincial scope, for land registration, and
asaGlS.

Failure 2
Different Scope & Business area of LIS
— The needs for many other urgent socio-economic

development srategies, such aspoverty aleviation,
minority & ethnic people & Env. issues.

— Thediversty of geographical, natural and socia conditions
lead to the scope of LIS being very different from areato
area.

— Land market, urban land isonly some of LIS needs.

— LIS are conddered asland infor. sources for al land

relevant decison making activities, e.g.. Land use planning,

land allocation, forestry management, etc.
— Unclear objectivesof LISinadeveloping country
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Failure 1

Different Legal Framework & Institutional
Arrangements
— One working in amature legal environment, one
is“Work-in-Progress” with the need to adapt to
the rapidly changing needs of society.

— Institutional arrangement isin change. In some
current arrangements even existing manual
systems do not work.

— LIS needs to work in a dynamic/floating legal
environment instead of arelatively static regime.

Failure 3
Different technical characteristics—Many
kinds of spatial unit in developing country LIS

— Land use plan unit,
— Man. land use unit (used for admin. needs),

— Geographical hame land use unit (more used in
public),

— Land use unit for community (unclear boundary
in between users),

— Sub-Parcel unit.

Multi-resolution required for spatial
unitsin developing LIS

Conclusions

¢ LA & LIS depend on many societal aspects of a
— 1) Political gtatus,
— 2) Ingtitutional arrangements,
— 2) Legal conditions, and
— 3) User demands.

¢ For Vietnam:
— LISisamulti-faceted SDI instead of aparcel base
system (9 ngle-resol ution),

— LISisnot only used for land registration and land
market but as aland policy monitoring system
