* Represent FIG at prestigious functions as required

* Create a closer working connection with the Commissions

* Promote a review of the governance of FIG, investigating:
* Creating a Mission Statement
» Establishing a job description for the President and VPs
e Considering terms of offices (4 years too long?)
e Streamline the GA
