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SUMMARY

This paper presents the preliminary results of a global survey on surveying student learning strategies and
preferences. Data was collected during the rapid transformation to online as part of the academic response to
the COVID pandemic. Understanding students learning strategies and preferences is a very important aspect
of understanding how to design the "new normal" which will involved a blend of online and face-to-face
education.
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
